
1.  What are the hours of the Kindergarten?

*The Early Learning Center Kindergarten begins at 8:50 a.m and ends at

*2:50 p.m.  Children may arrive as early as 8:45 a.m.

2.  What is the curriculum in the E.L.C. Kindergarten?

*The Kindergarten curriculum includes Reading Readiness and Language Arts with 

*the Land of the Letter People,  Hands-On Mathematics, Handwriting, 

*Kid Writing, Journals, Science, Art, Music, Physical Education, Spanish, Religion 

*and Prayer Circle, Computers, Library, and Weekly Cooking.  There are also two

*recess periods and a rest time each day.

3.  What is the Early Learning Center's age requirement for admission to

     to Kindergarten?

*We follow the Philadelphia Archdiocese guidelines.  They state that your 

*child must be 5 by September 1st.

4.  Are you a State approved Kindergarten?

*Yes.  We are also accredited by the Archdiocese of Philadelphia.

5.  Will my child be screened before entering Kindergarten?

*Yes.  A few days before school begins, your child will meet the teacher 

*and go through a few stations with our highly qualified staff.  This 

*screening is used as a benchmark only.  It will not deter your child's 

*entrance into our Kindergarten program.

6.  What steps are involved in enrolling my child in the E.L.C.?

*Fill out and return the registration form along with the $100 

*non-refundable Registration fee.  In early July you will receive a packet 

*with all other relevant information.

7.  Will my Kindergarten child be able to ride the bus to and from 

     school?

*Octorara, Coatesville, Solanco, and Pequea Valley School Districts can

*provide busing.  See E.L.C. Director for specific information.

8.  Do we have to be Catholic to send our child to the E.L.C.?

*No.  However we do pray on a daily basis and follow a Catholic/Christian faith.

9.  Will lunch be provided by the E.L.C.?

*No.  School lunch and snack is the responsibility of the family each day.  We do 

*provide white/chocolate milk for a small fee.

10.  Are there fieldtrips taken by the Kindergarten class?

*Yes, we do participate in fieldtrips as an enrichment to our curriculum.  We 

*have approximately 4-5 fieldtrips planned per school year.

11.  How often does the teacher and school communicate with the parents?

*Teacher sends home weekly newsletters.  The school also has monthly P.T.O.

*newsletters that come home once a month.  A year long calendar is provided at

*the beginning of the school year.  We also have two parent/teacher 

*conferences scheduled throughout the school year as well as report cards.

*These contacts are in addition to individual needs as they arise.

12.  What is one other special feature about your Kindergarten?

*At the end of the school year your child will participate in a 25 minute 

*Student-Led Conference.  This is a conference that is led by your child.  

*Parents are in awe of their child's personal growth after the completion of this 

*type of conference.
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
